SPECIAL TOWN MEETING 
September 5, 2024


The meeting was called to order by Tracey Hanson, First Selectman, with the reading of the Notice of Special Town Meeting. 

The Board of Selectmen of the Town of Voluntown, Connecticut hereby warns and gives notice that a Special Town Meeting of the Town will be held at the Voluntown Elementary School 195 Main Street, Voluntown, Connecticut on Thursday, September 5, 2024 at 7:00 PM to act on the following items: 
1. 	To consider and act on the following Resolution: 
(a)	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall appropriate $50,000.00 from the Unassigned Fund to the Downtown Revitalization fund for the Main Street and Beach Pond Road Sidewalk Project.
2. 	To consider and act on the following Resolution: 
(a) BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall appropriate $60,000.00 from the Unassigned Fund to the Downtown Revitalization fund for the Village Center Pedestrian Network Enhancement project. 	
3. 	To consider and act on the following Resolution: 
(a) BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall accept a 15,086 square foot section of DEP TRAIL 1 from the State of Connecticut for highway purposes.
4. 	To consider and act on the following Resolution:
(a) BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN, contingent upon the passage of item 3 above, shall convey a 437 square foot section of former DEP TRAIL 1 to Josephine McGuire and Paul M. McGuire.
5. 	To consider and act on the following Resolution:
(a) BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN, contingent upon the passage of items 3 and 4 above, shall acquire a 437 square foot parcel of land from Josephine McGuire and Paul M. McGuire to be added to the right of way of the former DEP TRAIL 1 for highway purposes.
Pamela Theroux, Town Clerk served as clerk for the meeting, called for a nomination for Moderator.  Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to nominate Tracey Hanson as moderator, which was seconded by Sandra Pellinen.  There were no other nominations.  A vote was called for.  All were in favor of Tracey Hanson serving as moderator.  So carried.  Tracey Hanson will serve as moderator. 
The moderator asked for a motion to dispense with reading the call of the meeting again Sandra Pellinen made a motion to dispense with the reading of the call to the meeting again.  Ronald Millovitsch seconded it, and all were in favor.  

Item 1 	To consider and act on the following Resolution: 
(a)	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall appropriate $50,000.00 from the Unassigned Fund to the Downtown Revitalization fund for the Main Street and Beach Pond Road Sidewalk Project..	
Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to accept Item #1 and Michael Kalwara seconded it.  All were in favor.  Item 1 was opened for discussion.  Tracey Hanson, First Selectman, showed a slide presentation showing where the sidewalks would be, and explained that while this project is covered by a grant, the Town is responsible for engineering, planning, and survey costs.  This amount is to pay for the engineering and surveying costs.  There was concern on exactly how far these sidewalks will extend onto residents’ property as there are historic stone walls, etc.  Tracey explained that until this engineering and surveying is completed, we cannot answer this question.  Valerie Muschiano made a motion to close discussion.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Millovitsch.  All were in favor and discussion was closed. A hand vote was called for.  All were in favor.  Item one passed.
Item 2 	To consider and act on the following Resolution: 
(a) 	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall appropriate $60,000.00 from the Unassigned Fund to the Downtown Revitalization fund for the Village Center Pedestrian Network Enhancement project.	
Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to accept Item #2 and Sandra Pellinen seconded it.  All were in favor.  Item 2 was opened for discussion.  Tracey Hanson showed a slide presentation and explained that while this project is covered by a grant, these funds are necessary to cover the design costs that the Town is responsible for. Sandra Pellinen made a motion to close discussion.  The motion was seconded by Michael Kalwara.  All were in favor and discussion was closed. A hand vote was called for.  All were in favor.  Item two passed.
Item 3 To consider and act on the following Resolution:  
(a)	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN shall accept a 15,086 square foot section of DEP TRAIL 1 from the State of Connecticut for highway purposes.
Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to accept Item #3 and Valerie Musciano seconded it. All were in favor.  Item 3 was opened for discussion.  Tracey Hanson explained that the Town has been maintaining this road for quite some time; however, because it is a state park road this makes it difficult for both the Town and the residents. Tracey also explained that we will leave the road as is and maintain it like any other Town road.  Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to close discussion.  The motion was seconded by Michael Kalwara.  All were in favor discussion was closed.  A hand vote was called for.  All were in favor.  Item three passed.
Item 4 To consider and act on the following Resolution:  
(a)	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN, contingent upon the passage of item 3 above, shall convey a 437 square foot section of former DEP TRAIL 1 to Josephine McGuire and Paul M. McGuire.
April Florence made a motion to accept Item #4 and Ronald Millovitsch seconded it.  All were in favor.  Item 4 was opened for discussion.  Tracey Hanson explained that we need to make this small land swap because currently part of the road is on the McGuires property, and that they have been informed and are fine with this swap as it does not change the amount of property that they own.  Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to close discussion.  The motion was seconded by Valerie Musciano.  All were in favor discussion was closed.  A hand vote was called for.  All were in favor.  Item four passed.
Item 5 To consider and act on the following Resolution:  
(a)	BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE TOWN OF VOLUNTOWN, contingent upon the passage of items 3 and 4 above, shall acquire a 437 square foot parcel of land from Josephine McGuire and Paul M. McGuire to be added to the right of way of the former DEP TRAIL 1 for highway purposes.
Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to accept Item #5 and Valerie Musciano seconded it.  All were in favor.  Item 5 was opened for discussion.  There was no discussion.  Matthew Hanson made a motion to close discussion.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Millovitsch.  All were in favor discussion was closed.  A hand vote was called for.  All were in favor.  Item five passed.
Ronald Millovitsch made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Matthew Hanson.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:35 pm.
